It’s a Communication toolkit or “bag 
of tricks” to help children and young 
people to participate in their hearing 
and speak to panel members about 
what is important to them, developed 
by children and young people from 
Proud2Care. 

How can the toolkit help? 

It provides the tools to all 
professionals in a Hearing to be able 
to engage in a child-centered, 
trauma informed way.  Bridge the 
gap, build the trust and build the 
confidence required to enable 
participation.

Worry Monster, Conversation 
Cubes, White Board, Emotion 
Cards and bean bags, ear 
defenders and sunglasses etc
